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1. GENERAL
Russian Journal of Biological Invasions accepts full-length original articles, short communications, and reviews. Manuscripts can be submitted from citizens in Russian or English. By submitting a manuscript, the authors guarantee that the paper (original or translated into other languages or from other languages) has never been published and is not being considered for publication elsewhere.

At submission of the manuscript, authors should submit a cover letter and a scanned copy of the copyright transfer agreement, completed and signed by all the authors. The agreement enters into force in the case and when the manuscript is accepted for publication. The editorial board asks authors to specify names of three to five possible referees in the cover letter. 

Manuscripts should be submitted using the editorial and publishing system (EPS), which is located at https://publish.sciencejournals.ru/. All files related to the manuscript should be uploaded in EPS. If some questions arise, the editorial board has the right to request a printed version of the manuscript (or the fragment under question) (details are presented in Article formatting guides.doc). 

All manuscripts submitted for publication are peer reviewed. Upon receiving the manuscript, the editorial board notifies the authors within one business week and specifies the date of receipt and the registration number of the manuscript. 

A manuscript returned to the authors for revision should be resubmitted within 28 days. Delayed revised manuscripts are considered as new submissions. A letter from the authors describing point-by-point  corrections and changes made as well as responses to all reviewers’ comments should be attached to the revised manuscript. 

Upon acceptance of a manuscript, the authors cannot make substantial changes and additions to the text. After publication, the authors receive a copy in PDF format.

2. MANUSCRIPT STRUCTURE

The manuscript should contain:

1. Title, specific and informative.

2. List of authors with the corresponding author specified.

3. Affiliations: full names of institutions, postal addresses with city, country, and zip code. If there is more than one affiliation, please use superscripted lowercase italicized letters after each surname to match with the respective address.

4. E-mail address of the corresponding author. Since manuscripts are sent for correction only via e-mail, when there is only one author, please indicate an alternative e-mail address

5. Abstract. The abstract of the manuscript should be informative and detailed; it should describe the methods and main results of the study. It should be clear from the abstract questions and the results of the study.  
6. Keywords , i.e., three to eight words or short phrases accurately reflecting the content of the manuscript.

7. Main text. When preparing the manuscript, the authors should maintain consistency of terms notation, units of measure, and nomenclature. The same entities should not be given different names. Abbreviations should be avoided whenever possible, except for commonly used ones. If used, they should be explained upon first mention (see Article formatting guides.doc).

8. List of references. References should adequately reflect the state of the art in the field of study and should be neither excessive nor too brief. It must contain references to accessible sources. For the format of references, please check one of the latest journal issues (see Article formatting guides.doc).

9. Figures or tables, if any, should be placed in the main text at the place of the first mention. A caption on a single line should be centered. Each illustration should have a caption. If there are several items in one figure, they should be arranged sequentially and have a common caption (see Article formatting guides.doc).

In the absence of at least one of the above elements, the manuscript may be rejected.

3. MANUSCRIPT FORMAT

Technical requirements for the preparation of the text part of manuscripts and illustrations are available on the publisher's website and presented in Template_of_the_Rus_BioInv_Paper.docx.

4. DIGITAL PROOFS

After a manuscript is transferred to production, authors receive a test e-mail to verify e-mail address, a galley proof for making necessary corrections, and, ultimately, the final version of the article. All e-mail messages should be replied to without changing the subject, even if there are no comments or corrections. Guidelines on making corrections will be sent to the author together with a cover letter. Do not change file names after editing.
