New methods and protocols should be described in detail while well-established methods can be briefly described and appropriately cited.

Research manuscripts reporting large datasets that are deposited in a publicly available database should specify where the data have been deposited and provide the relevant accession numbers. If the accession numbers have not yet been obtained at the time of submission, please state that they will be provided during review. They must be provided prior to publication.

Interventional studies involving animals or humans, and other studies require ethical approval must list the authority that provided approval and the corresponding ethical approval code. 

Results

This section may be divided by subheadings. It should provide a concise and precise description of the experimental or nature observation data results, their interpretation as well as the conclusions that can be drawn.

Subsection
This subsection is not mandatory, but can be added to the manuscript if the results are  unusually long or complex.
Figures, Tables and Schemes

All figures and tables should be cited in the main text as Figure 1, Table 1, etc.
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Figure 1. This is a figure, Schemes follow the same formatting. Discussion

This section is not mandatory, but can be added to the manuscript if the discussion is unusually long or complex.

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Appendix A
